CHINA ELEMENTARY

Third Grade Promotion Requirements

 In order to be promoted to fourth grade, students are expected to reach benchmark levels in the following areas:

STUDENT EXPECTATION:  Pass TAKS Reading And Math Tests.

ORAL READING FLUENCY
:  Students should be reading on third grade level at a minimum of 110 words per minute.

The DIBELS reading inventory is used with third graders at China Elementary. Students are expected to meet benchmark standards on this test. Information about this test can be found on the China Elementary webpage under Staff Webpages/ ELI/ Literacy Helps. MATH:  Students are expected to know their addition and subtraction facts (to and from 18) by memory. Fluency expectations are 20 facts in 45 seconds.  Students are also expected to know their multiplication and division facts  to 10 by memory. Fluency expectations are 20 multiplications or division facts in 1 minute.  This fluency will allow students more freedom to concentrate on problem solving strategies without having to stop and recall these basic facts. 

Students are also expected to master the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) for third grade. Below,

3rd GRADE ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS TEKS
Listening and Speaking Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Listen and engage actively in a variety of oral language experiences-such as to determine purpose, respond to directions and questions, and participate in oral responses. 

· Listen to, interpret, evaluate, and respond to stories and other text selections. 

· Identify musical elements of literary language. 

· Listen and speak to gain knowledge of cultures, to connect experiences, and common elements of cultures to connect experiences and compare language and oral traditions. 

· Speak appropriately to different audiences for different purposes and occasions, using verbal and non-verbal communication

· Ask and answer questions and make contributions in small and large group discussions. 

· Present dramatic interpretations of genres and gain control of grammar in speaking. 

· Communicate clearly by putting thoughts and feelings into spoken words by use of descriptive vocabulary and props to clarify and summarize spoken messages. 

Reading Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Use a variety of word identification strategies, such as decoding, blending letter sounds, common syllable patterns, root and structural clues, word order and context, and use of regular and irregular words to identify and confirm word meaning. 

· Read with fluency and understand texts by use of readers at instructional and independent level, both orally and silently. Read widely for different purposes in varied sources and genres, assigned and self-selected. 

· Develop extensive vocabulary through reading and listening to selections, using resources and references to build word meaning, pronunciation, and knowledge of synonyms, antonyms and multi-meaning words. 

· Use strategies to comprehend selections read orally and/or independently by use of prior knowledge, establishing purpose and retelling order of events. 

· Monitor own comprehension of reading text by using strategies, drawing and discussing visual images, making and explaining inferences, identifying similarities and differences, and summarizing. 

· Represent text information in different ways and use various texts to determine fact and opinion. 

· Practice different kinds of questions and tasks. 

· Respond to various texts to reflect and demonstrate understanding in a variety of ways and support interpretations from and connect ideas and themes across texts. 

· Analyze characteristics of types of texts to distinguish different forms of functions and features of different genres. 

· Compare communication in different forms or compare story variants. 

· Understand and identify literary terms and forms as well as compare communications in different forms and analyze character. 

· Identify plot and importance of setting to story meaning. 

· Generate questions and conduct research using various sources to identify relevant questions. 

· Use knowledge of alphabetical order, parts of a book, multiple sources, and ability to interpret graphic sources to conduct research.

· Locate and use library areas to organize information in systematic ways in order to demonstrate learning through varied productions and displays as well as to use compiled information to raise unanswered questions and draw conclusions.

· Read to increase knowledge of cultures to connect and compare his/her experiences across cultures. 
Writing Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Develop, record, and refine ideas in writing for a variety of audiences and purposes in a variety of forms such as lists, letters, stories and poems. 

· Compose original texts using conventions of written language such as capitalization and punctuation and gain proficiency in all aspects of penmanship. 

· Write using one/or more proficient spelling skills such as use of patterns, inflectional endings, syllable constructions, contractions, compounds, and homonyms. 

· Use sources to find correct spellings, synonyms, and replacement words. 

· Compose meaningful texts by applying knowledge of usage and grammar skills-such as use of singular, plurals and irregular nouns with verbal agreement, including appropriate punctuation in interesting and elaborate sentences. 

· Select and use writing processes for self-initiated or assigned writing such as prewriting, developing drafts, revising and editing. Use technology for aspects of writing such as word processing, spell check, and printing. 

· Evaluate his/her own writing and that of his peers, using teacher/class assigned criteria to determine its purpose and effective features, to monitor growth and use as published models. 

· Use writing as a tool for learning and research-such as to investigate, record topic knowledge in different conventions, use relevant sources and compare acquired information. 
3rd GRADE MATHEMATICS TEKS

Numbers and Operations Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Use place value (reading, writing, and describing value) through 999. 

· Compare and order numbers through 9,999. 

· Determine value of coins and bills. 

· Construct and compare concrete modes of fractions with denominators of 12 or less of whole objects on sets. 

· Construct concrete models of equivalent fractions. 

· Model addition and subtraction to solve problems through 999. 

· Learn multiplication facts through the tens. 

· Solve and record multiplication problems (one-digit multiplier). 

· Use models and number sentences to solve division problems. 

· Round two and three digit numbers to nearest ten and hundred. 
· Relate decimals to fractions that name tenths and hundredths using models.
 Patterns, Relationships, and Algebraic Thinking Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Identify and extend whole number and geometric patterns to predict and solve. 

· Use concrete objects; pictorial models; or technology to identify patterns in multiplication. 

· Identify fact families in multiplication and division. 

· Use lists, tables, and charts to identify and generate patterns based on real-life situations. 

Geometry and Spatial Reasoning Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Name, describe, and compare shapes and solids using formal geometric vocabulary. 

· Recognize and identify congruent shapes. 

· Identify and create shapes with lines of symmetry.

· Locate and name points on a line using whole numbers and fractions such as half. 

Measurement Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Estimate and measure lengths using standard units such as inch, foot, yard, centimeter, decimeter, and meter and apply concept. 

· Use linear measure to find the perimeter of a shape and apply concept. 

· Use concrete models of square units to determine the area of shapes and apply concept. 

· Measure time and apply concept using traditional and digital clocks. 

· Measure temperature and apply concept using a thermometer.  

Probability and Statistics Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Solve problems by collecting, organizing, displaying, and interpreting sets of data in pictographs and bar graphs. 

· Use data to describe events as more likely, less likely, or equally likely. 

Underlying Processes and Mathematical Tools Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Apply mathematics to solve problems in everyday situations using problem solving strategies and a problem solving model. 

· Use tools to solve problems. 

· Communicate mathematics using informal language. 

· Use logical reasoning to make generalizations and justify why an answer is reasonable. 
3rd GRADE SCIENCE TEKS

Scientific Processes Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Conduct descriptive investigations using simple equipment and tools. 

· Plan, collect, analyze, communicate, and construct graphs, tables, maps, and charts to organize, examine, and evaluate information. 

· Analyze, review, critique, and draw inferences based on scientific information 

· Represent and evaluate the impact of research on the natural world through the contributions of scientists. 

· Collect, analyze, and demonstrate information using scientific tools to increase the reliability of results. 

Science Concepts Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Observe, identify, and describe simple systems such as a sprouting seed. 

· Measure and record changes in the position and direction of an object.  Identify that the surface of the earth can be changed by forces. 

· Gather information including temperature, magnetism, hardness, and mass using appropriate tools to identify physical properties of matter, and identify matter as liquids, solids, and gases. 

· Observe and describe habitats of organisms that compete with each others to thrive in their physical environment to meet their needs. 

· Observe, identify, and analyze characteristics to help species survive and reproduce. 

· Identify some inherited traits of plans and animals. 

· Describe and identify earth materials and classify them as renewable, nonrenewable, or inexhaustible resources. 

· Record and identify properties of soils that retain water and ability to support the growth of plants. 

· Describe the characteristics of the Sun. 
3rd GRADE SOCIAL STUDIES TEKS

History Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Identify the important historical figures and explain how they have affected our communities over time. 

· Explain the needs of a community and compare how different communities meet their needs. 

· Explain the concept of time and chronology with the use of timelines and vocabulary related to chronology. 

Geography Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Describe the variations in physical climate and how humans have adapted to these variations. 

· Use charts, maps, and globes to locate places and give direction. 

Economics Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Use a budget to explain the concept of spending and saving money. 

· Explain the concepts of scarcity and free market in an economic system, and their impact of the community. 

· Understand and explain how free enterprise works in the U.S. 

Government Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Explain the structure of local government, its purpose, and the services it provides. 

Citizenship Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Explain the characteristics of good citizenship. 

· Identify local and historic people who exemplify good citizenship. 

· Explain how democratic societies make changes in their communities. 

Culture Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Explain the use of customs, symbols, and celebrations that represent local (Texan) and American beliefs and principals. 

· Explain the roles of real and mythical heroes on shaping the culture of our communities 

· Describe the significance of works of art to the cultural heritage of communities through out the world. 

Science, Technology, and Society Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Describe how technology has affected life past, present, and in the future. 

· Identify scientists and inventors whose work has had an impact on our community. 

Social Studies Skills Goals:  Students will be able to:

· Use a variety of sources to obtain geographic and historical information. 

· Create maps, charts, and graphs to interpret, sequence, and categorize information. 

· Incorporate written, oral, and visual forms of communication. Incorporate problem solving and decision making skills in a variety of settings.
